islands off the Quebec coast, including
James Bay, Hudson Bagnd the
Hudson Strdj do not fall under the
Province of Quebec but instead fall
under the jurisdiction of Nunavut. The
Premier of Quebec has put forward a
request to extend the boundary lines of
his province beyond the shoreline and
into the waters beyond.

Mr. Speaker, you will note that
redrawingprovinciatterritorial borders
could have a significant impact on the
jurisdictional status of the Belcher
Islands, including the community of
Sanikiluag.

Mr. Speaker, the question of which
jurisdiction Sanikiluaq should be in has
been addressed a numlbétimes in the
past. The community has historical links
with the Northwest Territories and now
Nivhavotjasawell ag familties with
Quebec. However, no matter what
decision may be taken in the future, it is
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critical that the people of Sanikiluaq be
fully consulted in the matter and have
their say.

fin February of 2012, Prime Minister Stephen Harper announced funding of over
$11 million from 2011 to 2016 to improve adult basic education programming
across Nunavut.

Can the minister provide an overview of what these funds have been spent on to
date and specifically how adult upgrading programs have been improved as a
result of this spending?0

Response:

The additional funding has been used improve and expand program delivery with
a focus on investing in research in best practices. Highlights of Nunavut Arctic
Colleged snhancement of Adult Basic Education include investment in:

U Researching on a wide range of topics including the best ways to collaborate
with elders, using project-based learning, improving Inuktitut language, making
English assessments move relevant and accurate, and integrating new
learning technologies to benefit ABE learners;

U Increasing professional development for instructors including assessment,
essential skills, and Inuktitut language instruction;



Developing and adapting resources focusing on culturally relevant curriculum
materials, processes, and assessments. The Colleged sew resources and
instructional processes adhere to high national standards for ABE, built on a
foundation of Inuit knowledge and learning.

As a result of this funding and dedicated work from Nunavut Arctic College staff
and its partners:

u

The new Nunavut Adult Placement Assessment (NAPA) was completed and
is being implemented. NAPA is Canadad first culturally relevant placement
tool developed for a college system. It assesses English reading and writing
levels using Nunavut specific reading prompts. It was developed and piloted
over 27 months with a College team of educators and students.

The new ABE Inuit Language Curriculum is now completed. It includes new
course outlines, integrated teaching and learning resources, as well as
evaluation rubrics and assessment tools.

The Adult Basic Education program is using a number of new Nunavut
specific Inuktitut and English instructional resources. Other resource
development and program development is ongoing.

With the help of this funding, the college has been able to expand the delivery of
the program and increase interest as well as enroliment. In 2011-12 academic
year, 47 students were enrolled in ABE courses. In 2014-2015 academic year,
the college delivered 29 Adult Basic Education programs across 25 Nunavut
communities to 214 adult learners.

Details of the improvements are detailed in the Innarnut llinniarniq: Enhancing
Adult Basic Education in Nunavut report, which | tabled this in the Legislative
Assembly on March 10, 2015 and included as an attachment to this return to oral
guestion.

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Enhanced Adult Basic Education provides
more opportunities for learner success

Nunavut Arctic College is enhancing Adult Basic Education
(ABE) to better serve adult learners, by developing and
delivering culturally relevant, sustainable ABE services based
on best practices. Our ultimate goal is to support Nunavut
adult learners to succeed in their learning goals, and benefit
from opportunities in Nunavut§ growing economy.

By investing in Nunavut-specific, culturally relevant ABE
services that adhere to high standards, we will increase the
participation and graduation rates of our adult learners,
enabling Nunavummiut to achieve social health and self-
determination, as they gather the necessary skills to obtain
employment.

A five year investment: 2012-2016

This report, Innarnut llinniarnig: Enhancing Adult Basic
Education in Nunavut documents Nunavut Arctic Colleged
aggressive, five-year investment plan in ABE made possible
with significant funds from Canadian Northern Economic
Development Agency through the Northern Adult Basic
Education Program (NABEP).

Today, there are 7,500 working age people in Nunavut
without a high school diploma. Many people in Nunavut
want to change their future, and upgrading through ABE is
afirst step toward better employment, supporting families,
and building stronger communities.

ABE includes education activities that assist adults in
achieving sufficient levels of literacy, numeracy and other
essential skills to obtain a job, benefit from occupational
training, or gain entry into post-secondary studies. For

educators, ABE is seen as the foundation for lifelong learning.

Building a sustainable program

At our three year mark, we have taken the time to reflect
on our investments that have focused on building long-
term benefits for the Colleges capacity to successfully and
effectively deliver enhanced ABE into the future.

1.Investin research

We have conducted research on a wide range of topics, including
the best ways to collaborate with Elders, use project-based
learning,improve Inuit language, make English assessments
relevant and accurate, and how to integrate new information and
learning technologies to benefit ABE learners in Nunavut. As we
move through our five-year plan, we are actively evaluating the
impact of our efforts through formal surveys with students and
educators, as we work to continually improve our ABE services.

2.Investin people and relationships

We are building long term College capacity by increasing
professional development for instructors working on new and
effective ways to succeed with an increasing number of adult
learners. Important partnerships have been forged between
Aurora and Yukon Colleges and the Department of Education
for long-term collaboration. We are also investing in Nunavut
companies and not-for-profit organizations with the capacity
to indigenize education resources and processes. These
investments in people and relationships are a key to building
long term sustainability.

3.Investin culturally relevant resources and processes

We are putting Nunavut adult learners at the heart of our
program i developing and adapting resources focusing on
the cultural relevance of curriculum materials, processes, and
assessments. Our new resources and processes are adhering
to high national standards for ABE, while recognizing and
embracing Inuit knowledge and processes that will lead to
better retention and student completion of ABE programs.

An overview of our initiatives

Essential Skills

The new innovative ABE Program includes an Essential Skills (ES)
curriculum designed specifically to prepare students for entry-
level positions in the Nunavut workplace, and at the same time
increase their academic levels to prepare them for further study.

English placement assessment - A new cultural approach

Placing students into the correct English course depends on
accurately assessing their existing abilities. But North American
standard assessments with southern-biased questions have not
worked well in Nunavut in the past. This project has introduced
Inuit culture into English assessments, with excellent results.

Inuit language resources

There is a pressing need to improve Inuit language learning
processes and resources to better prepare adults to enter a
workforce that increasingly expects higher levels of speaking,
reading, writing and computer use in Inuktitut for managing
the future of the Territory. New resources are meeting this need.

Culturally relevant language resources

College ABE Programs aim to produce bilingual and bicultural
students and require excellent Inuit cultural resources in both
Inuktitut and English. Using new bilingual resources, students
improve their first and second language reading skills while
gaining valuable Inuit cultural knowledge.

Collaborating with Elders

When Elders join students to work on a project, teach a skill, or
discuss Inuit ways of knowing, Inuit language and culture
naturally become an integral part of the ABE Program. But
hidden benefits abound i as the role of Elders increase, so too
does the confidence and motivation of students i akey to
successful learning.

Project-based learning

ABE learners have alot to offer their communities as they work
together on projects that can help others.The Colleges new
Pijitsirarniq Module helps instructors use a project-based
learning model for community development that sees ABE
learners develop and practice their skills as community workers.

Career preparation

The College has partnered with a number of organizations to
deliver targeted career training in short, focused courses that
last a few weeks and are designed to help more advanced
ABE learners get ready to move into the workforce or prepare
for further training on their career path.

Integrating Information and Learning Technologies

Information and Learning Technologies (ILTs) designed to
bring awide range of content, teachers and students together
over vast distances seems like an obvious choice for Nunavut
ABE Programs. The College conducted extensive research and
is investing in pilot projects to expand learning opportunities
for ABE students.

Partnerships leading to launch of mature high school
graduation program

The groundbreaking partnership between the College and
the Government of Nunavutd Department of Education
resulted in the creation of the Pathway to Adult Secondary
School (PASS) Graduation Program. Now fully funded through
base funding from the Government of Nunavut, adult learners
can obtain a Nunavut secondary school diploma accredited
by the Department of Education i delivered through the
Collegeé Distance Learning department designed for
Nunavut PASS student success.

Building capacity
We are building our internal capacity to provide awider
range of ABE services to more adult learners in all Nunavut

communities, while also delivering higher quality ABE
programs than ever before.

Sharing our knowledge

One of our key objectives in enhancing ABE is to build a
Northern community of practice to understand current
trends in adult education in the North. We are working with
both Yukon and Aurora Colleges, avoiding the duplication of
effort by sharing our research and resources as we all work to
improve Adult Basic Education services in our territories.

Our results to date

New curriculum and culturally relevant resources have been
developed and piloted. We are fully staffed in our Community
Learning Centres, with Inuit language instructors, and
culturally relevant assessments. Students now have a wider
range of ABE options than ever before and the number of
adult learners taking ABE programs and courses are increasing.

We look forward to the 2014-2015 academic year, where we
expect our enrollment in ABE Programs to continue to climb,
along with our completion rates and success for adult learners
moving into jobs or further studies for the benefit of the
entire territory.

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Adult learners on the path to success

Growing up in Igaluit, Vicki Kooneeloosie left school in Grade 8.1n 2012, she
decided to change her life, and get the skills she needed to work toward getting
her dream job. After ayear in Pre-Employment studies at Arctic College, Vicki was
one of the first students to take the new Essential Skills ABE program in 2013. Today,
Vicki appreciates the programé focus on her culture and heritage and credits the
program for giving her confidence to move forward with her career plansin office
administration. One day, she plans on having children and hopes to inspire them, as
her father inspired her to go back to school.

Makayak Nipisak of Rankin Inlet completed the ABE Essential Skills (ES) program in
the spring of 2014 and plansto take heavy equipment operator training and
mechanics next. His dream is to build a family business one day with his brother.
The ABE ES program helps Makayak to plan out what he is going to do with his
future and at the same time, get the upgrading he needs to succeed. He believes
that if young people are thinking about going back to school, they should do it
and be an inspiration to all the younger people.

Trevor Ohokak of Cambridge Bay is 28 years old, and plans on a career in the trades -
either as an oil burner mechanic or an electrician. He did well in high school, making
it as far as grade 11 when he was a teenager. Today, he is only a few credits short of
finishing his high school diploma. So Trevor enrolled in the new Pathway to Adult
Secondary School (PASS) Program in April of 2014, and is half way through his Social
Studies course online after only two months. Already proficient in using computers,
he found the leap to distance learning easy i with lots of support from his instructor
and local facilitators. He enjoys completing the assignments, passing the tests online,
and learning new things i things he said he probably had the chance to learnthe
firsttime around, but just wasnd paying attention back then. Next, Trevor plans on
taking English and Math online, and expects to complete all of his required courses
to obtain his Nunavut high school diploma through PASS.

Until the 2013 school year, there were no specific programs designed for people like
Makayak to get caught up, or for Vicki to build her confidence to succeed, and no
way for Trevor to obtain a certified high school diploma for adults. In Nunavut, there
are thousands of people who have similar stories to these three students i people
who for one reason or another may decide to go back to school as aroute for taking
control of their futures.

Access to Adult Basic Education
key driver for future prosperity

The economic future of Nunavut is bright, with the recent
economic report card from the Conference Board of Canada!
handing out grades of A+ in the growth of employment and
labour productivity for 2013. Unfortunately, Nunavut received
a D for its high unemployment rate of 13.5%, even though
the economy showed impressive growth in 2013.We believe
the high unemployment rate persists in our hot economy
because of the education levels of those who have difficulty
obtaining work.

According to the Canadian Northern Economic
Development Agency (CanNor), there are 17,000 working
age Northerners across the three territories who have not
completed grade 12. Of these Northerners, 44.5% live in
Nunavut? totaling more than 7,500 people.

The 2013 Nunavut Economic Outlook draws the link between
the low levels of education (formal and traditional), and
poverty, stating fi..the divide between haves and have-nots

in Nunavut can be traced almost precisely along the same
line that separates those with and without at least a high
school education.¢ In other words, if you are an adult living
in Nunavut without ahigh school education, there is a

good chance you live in poverty. When almost half the adult
population requires upgrading to have a chance to get a
decent wage-earning job in an expanding economy it is clear
action is required.

We know there are multiple issues facing Nunavut 7 from
housing and health care shortages, to profound infrastructure
and geographic challenges, to massive cultural shifts. We also
know that long term solutions can only occur if there are
more Nunavummiut with the necessary skills, knowledge,
confidence and strength to be part of the solution to our
many challenges.

Providing appropriate Adult Basic Education (ABE) services
is an affordable and effective first step to ensure everyone
has a chance to contribute to, and benefit from economic
opportunities i an investment in our collective future.

Adult Basic Education defined

In Nunavut, Adult Basic Education (ABE) is the foundation

for lifelong learning. For the purposes of the Northern Adult
Basic Education Program (NABEP), Adult Basic Education
includes the education activities that assist adults in achieving
sufficient levels of literacy, numeracy and other essential skills
to obtain ajob or benefit from occupational training.

Credit and non-credit ABE programs are available to any of the
7,500 adults in Nunavut who did not have the opportunity

to obtain their high school diploma, who wish to starton the
path toward achieving their learning goals, such as:

1. increasing education and/or certification levels;
2. gaining prerequisites for further training or employment;
3. enhancing life skills,independence and self-sufficiency; or

4. learning skills in specific areas (such astechnological
literacy, communication skills,or portfolio development).*

But simply replicating Adult Basic Education programs and
delivery methods designed by and for a different culture in a
different place has not traditionally worked 7 not in Nunavut
T not anywhere. In Nunavut, we want to ensure people

can obtain the skills they need, supported by their culture,
language and the people in their community.

In 2012, Arctic College set out to change ABE to better serve
students, with the goal to:

Develop and deliver culturally relevant, sustainable ABE services
based on best practices for Nunavut learners to succeed and
benefit from opportunities in Nunavuts growing economy.

Our new approach to ABE includes initiatives such as:

A ensuring our assessments and programs adhere to
nationally recognized ABE standards;

A creating culturally relevant curriculum;

A respecting and incorporating the values and principles
of our Elders;

A integrating Information and Learning Technologies to
increase access to more learning opportunities;

A connecting to community and economic opportunities
through project-based learning, portfolio development
and career development activities;

A developing partnerships and sharing of knowledge and
best practices across the North and beyond; and

A investing in our people and our local organizations and
companies to improve our ABE services for many years
to come.

At Nunavut Arctic College, adults are invited to upgrade their
skills and knowledge through ABE programs that range from
basic English, Inuktitut,and numeracy at the 110 level through
obtaining afully accredited high school diploma i no matter
where they live in Nunavut.

A key innovation is the development of an entire ABE Essential
Skills program that combines national standards of excellence
at the 120-130 level with culturally appropriate learning
materials and processes T providing better supports to assist
students to meet their learning goals.

We have also forged a partnership with Nunavutg
Department of Education to offer the Pathway to Adult
Secondary School (PASS) Graduation Program so Nunavut
ABE students can take high school credit courses through
the Colleged new Distance Learning program launched in
collaboration with Alberta Distance Learning Centre.

By investing in Nunavut-specific, culturally relevant ABE
services that adhere to high standards, we aim to increase
the participation and graduation rates of our adult learners,
ultimately enabling Nunavummiut to achieve social health
and self-determination.

Evaluation and evolution

In an effort to continually improve our new program initiatives, we collected
detailed feedback in two comprehensive surveys conducted in May 20147 one
designed for educators and one designed for students. Many of the quotes and
data used in this report were collected in these online surveys.

A total of 24 adult educators and instructors from 22 different Nunavut
communities answered the 2014 ABE Adult Educator Survey. A sample of 31 ABE
learners from 9 different communities answered the 2014 Student Survey. The new
Student Survey has been designed for all ABE learners and will be administered by
instructors to all ABE students in future years.

Adult educators and Instructors were asked which of the new ABE initiatives were
most effective at helping students complete their 2013-2014 year of Essential

Skills. As indicated in the chart below, incorporation of Elders in the classroom was
seen as one of the most positive initiatives from the instructorsfperspective in
encouraging students to stay in their program. The comprehensive survey provides
detailed feedback on the initiatives, lessons learned, and ideas for improving ABE
into the future.

Data from the 2014 ABE Adult Educator Survey

Students were also asked their opinions on what initiatives motivated and
engaged them in their learning. The 31 respondents reported that all of the
new initiatives motivated them, but the inclusion of Elders stood out, with 93%
of respondents saying they were motivated, of which over half reported being
extremely motivated.

There are many ideas in the data provided by instructors and students for
improvements to ABE, and we will continually work to integrate and improve
programs based on their ideas and feedback.

Nunavut Arctic Colleged aggressive, five-year investment
in Adult Basic Education, Innarnut llinniarnig, was made
possible with significant funds from Canadian Northern
Economic Development Agency (CanNor), from the
Northern Adult Basic Education Program (NABEP).

All of our ABE initiatives are implemented in an Inuit
environment, and our work respects and includes Inuit
knowledge, experience and perspectives in order to be
successful. The foundation to Nunavut Arctic College& ABE
efforts is to truly recognize the culture and place in which
we work.

We are just over half way through our journey on this
project, focusing on three foundational investments:

1. Research
2. People & Relationships
3. Resources & Processes

1.Invest in research

Objective: Build partnerships, conduct research, learn
from best practices, gather Nunavut experience involving
students and instructors, evaluate efforts and continually
improve ABE services over the five year period.

We are carefully documenting what has worked, and what
has not worked in Nunavut and elsewhere, learning from
students, adult educators, Elders, curriculum developers
and partners across the Arctic and the South, applying
lessons learned every step of the way over the course of
our five-year investment. At the completion of five years, we
will know exactly what is working best and what needs to
improve so that we can spend the next 20 years on the
right track.

2.Invest in people and relationships

Objective: Build College capacity by increasing professional
development for instructors, providing mentoring and
administrative support to integrate new resources, and
investing in Nunavut companies and not-for-profit
organizations with capacity to indigenize education
resources and processes, building long term sustainability.

The people involved in developing and delivering ABE are
the key to our success starting with the creation of the ABE
Manager position responsible for pulling all of the new
ABE initiatives together.We are also doing obvious things
like investing in training and support for ABE instructors to
raise the quality of instruction in the classroom. We are also
making subtle, but equally important investments by hiring
Nunavut firms, not-for-profit organizations, and Elders to
produce relevant materials and processes to better engage
students. These investments in people and relationships
will pay off for many years to come by strengthening the
capacity of people in our Territory to create new and better
ways to deliver ABE.

3.Invest in culturally relevant resources
and processes

Objective: Develop and adapt resources focusing on
the cultural relevance of curriculum materials, processes,
and assessments (also known as indigenization), leading
to better retention and student completion of ABE
programs.

From initiatives like integrating learning technologies in

the classroom, to revising Essential Skills curriculum, to
developing better ways to include Elders in the learning
process i the College has developed awhole new suite

of learning materials, processes and methods that better
respect Nunavut culture and values. These efforts will lead to
increased success rates for adults to learn the essential skills
and knowledge they need to move into jobs or further
training to succeed in today& economy, and to strengthen
their families and communities.

The new innovative ABE Program includes an Essential Skills (ES)
curriculum designed specifically to prepare students for entry-level
positions in the Nunavut workplace, and at the same time increase
their academic levels to prepare them for further study.

In the fall of 2013, Nunavut Arctic College piloted its new ABE Essential Skills Program
in 18 communities i designed as a 28-week full-time ABE Program. For many
Nunavut adults, their primary reason to come back to school is to get the skills they
need to get a job. So we set out to ensure students in this program could learn the
Essential Skills they need to qualify for an entry-level job upon graduation from the
fill-time program.

sing the Collegeé community needs assessment data, we identified 33 entry-
evel occupations common in Nunavut. Working with Pathways to Possibilities
PTP) i anationally recognized community-based literacy provider specializing

Assessment is key to effective adult literacy and numeracy programs

The ES Communications and ES Numeracy courses include short assessments that
educators gave to students throughout the year,to measure their progress. We know
from research that assessments play a critical role in keeping adult learners actively
engaged in their own learning. The assessments are administered at points when
learners have acquired the abilitiesto complete the assessments successfully. These
short assessments are directly related to the learning objectives covered in the
course content.

In addition to these on-going short assessments, two end-of-term Essential Skills
assessments were developed. End-of-term Assessment 1 evaluates whether learners
have acquired the abilities taught to the mid-point in the program and point to
areas that require further development. End-of-Term Assessment 2 is administered
at the end of the program and identifies how well the learner acquired the skills and
abilities taught in the ABE Essential Skills Communications and Numeracy courses.

Enhancing Adult Basic Education in Nunavut



Cultural inclusion and collaboration at core of new ES

In preparing a Nunavut-specific ES curriculum, PTP and College staff formed an
Essential Skills Working Group, and together, collected almost a thousand examples
of documents used in local workplaces. They gathered Nunavut input on activities
and themes and built in real-life examples into the curriculum, ensuring the
creation of authentic materials to put all learning into a Nunavut context.

At our three-year mark of our ABE initiative, we have just completed the first year
pilot of this program, and are collecting feedback from instructors to revise and
improve this program for the 2014-2015 year.

Nationally, there are 9 Essential Skillsincluding Reading, Document Use, Numeracy,
Writing, Oral Communication, Working With Others, Thinking, Computer Use, and
Continuous Learning. But in Nunavut, an additional three were added to reflect the
cultural realities of Nunavut and include:

A Inuktitut Literacy
A Understanding the Concepts of Inuit Values
A Creating and Nurturing Personal Wellness

Additional courses were developed as part the ABE Essential Skills program to
ensure students could gather the Essential Skills they need to succeed not only in
Canada, but most importantly i in Nunavut.

Nunavut® own Essential Skills

In response to the need for Nunavut-specific Essential Skills, the College has
developed the Preparing for Change course and ABE Inuit Language courses, which
form animportant part of the ABE Essential Skills program. In Preparing for Change,
students develop an understanding of the rapid transitions in Nunavut, and identify
healthy responses to change. They examine the practices and values around avorkd
over the past century as it relates to the Inuit concept and practice of Inurugsainiq
(creating an able human being,)

The ABE Inuit Language course is an important part of the Essential Skills program,
and students appreciate the opportunity to improve their Inuktitut skills.When
asked in the 2014 Student Survey how using Inuktitut in the classroom affected the
learning environment, students were very positive about the experience, stating:

A lleamed to read better in Inuktitut syllabics, and understand more in Inuktitut.

A Itwas really good to learn about Inuktitut and other things, such as our culture, our
ancestors, and our knowledge.

A Ithad a good effect on the learning environment.

The Canadian Career Development Foundation (CCDF) selected the new program
as one of 10 case studies in Canada that best embody itsii 1 Markers of Promising
Practiceoi factors that contribute to the success of Aboriginal programming and
resource development.

Placing students into the correct English course depends on
accurately assessing their existing abilities. But North American
standard assessments with southern-biased questions have not
worked well in Nunavut in the past. This project hasintroduced
Inuit culture into English assessments, with excellent results.

The College set out to create anew English assessment package in 2012 with the
aim of basing English assessments on an Inuit and Nunavut-focused set of questions
and concepts. College staff felt that Nunavut learners could better demonstrate their
skills in English using materials that reflected their world-view. The hope was that a
new assessment would allow the College to better place and serve students.

The project objective was to develop an English language reading and writing
assessment to effectively assess ABE English language reading and writing levels. The
assessment determines whether students are functioning at Level 110,120, 130, or
140, in terms of reading and writing skills.

The resulting assessment package called the Nunavut Adult Placement Assessment
(NAPA) is Canada8 first culturally relevant placement tool developed for a college
system. But it took far more than a simple fsearch and replacedof content.

Extensive research and inclusion of students and educators

To create the new assessment, the College hired Dr. Pat Campbell, a national leader
in reading assessment development with Grass Roots Research. Experienced
Nunavut educators joined Dr. Campbell to create the Nunavut Adult Placement
Assessment Working Group to guide the development of the assessment, and
ensure the tool produces valid results in a Nunavut context. Post-secondary faculty
reported anincreasing need to assess reading as a key skill determining academic
readiness. So the working group wanted to ensure this new assessment tool would
place a bigger emphasis on assessing reading skills more than writing skills.

The NAPA Working Group conducted 15 student focus groups with 97 participants
to learn about which books and magazines are commonly found in Nunavut they
are likely to access. Students identified their favourites:in the fiction category, they
liked adventure, humour, mystery and legends; in the non-fiction category they
preferred true stories, culture and tradition, history and biography.
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Creating and validating the assessment

The Grass Roots team set out to create text structures using Nunavut themes, stories
and ideas for the new assessment that would be familiar to Nunavut students. In the
first round of development, Grass Roots created two separate assessment forms i

one to assess students who were thought to be at the 110 or 120 level, and a second

more difficult assessment form to use with students who were thought to be at the
130 or 140 level. The two assessment forms were separated in this way to ensure
110-120 level students were not overwhelmed.

To find out if the assessment would properly assess the studentséabilities, Nunavut

Arctic College (partnering with Aurora College), conducted aformal &alidation study6
in 2013. This involved administering the draft assessment to 128 college applicants in

NWT and 90 applicants in Nunavut.

The applicantséanswers to the draft assessment were put through arigorous
analysis to determine the assessment$ reliability. The analysis was conducted by
Dr. Phillip Nagy, a statistician who is a validation expert for the Canadian Language
Benchmarks.

Dr. Nagy& analysis showed that the majority of the 110-level passages were too
easy for the Nunavut sample. So the team revised their original plan, reducing the
number of 110-level passages, and combining all four levels into one form.The
final assessment contains ten passages and 50 questions that get progressively
more difficult as the student works though the assessment. This final assessment
ensures the results will identify the existing level of any student who completes the
assessment.

Final product: two parallel assessment forms

Based on the findings of its research, Grass Roots produced two new assessment
forms. Instead of two assessment forms separated between 110-120 and 130-140
levels as originally envisioned, the revised parallel assessment forms both assess
students along a continuum of 110-140 levels.

The official names for the two new assessment forms are Nunavut Adult Placement
Assessment i Form A and Nunavut Adult Placement Assessment i Form B. Each is 24

There is a pressing need to improve Inuit Language learning
processes and resources to better prepare adults to entera
workforce that increasingly expects higher levels of speaking,
reading, writing and computer use in Inuktitut for managing the
future of the Territory.

While Inuit make up 85% of the population of Nunavut, almost 100% of ABE students
are Inuit. Depending on the region, history of settlement, opportunity and life

experience, adult learners enter the ABE Program with very different levels of Inuit
language proficiencies.

Formal needs assessments conducted by llitagsiniq Nunavut Literacy Council for the
College, showed Inuit language instructors needed more support in order to meet
the demands of ensuring all students can increase their Inuit language proficiency,
including:

A Updated Inuit language curriculum, including additional language and cultural
resources;

A process to share instructional resources and effective practices;
Strengthen ways of working with Elders;

More Professional Development related to Inuit language and culture;

To o To o

More research on effective adult learning and acquisition of the Inuit language.

Languages like English and French have thousands of people creating written
curriculum worldwide. For Inuit, this kind of knowledge transfer i teaching Inuktitut
through written material and professional development for teachers rather than
relying solely on the oral tradition of language learning i is comparatively new, and
needs people with very specialized skills.

Local Nunavut firm leads development

The College contracted the Pirurvik Centre in Igaluit to help with research,
assessments, curriculum, and Professional Development. Pirurvikp meaning
fa place of growthdis a unique centre of learning dedicated to Inuit language,
culture and wellbeing, specializing in the creation of innovative programs,
services and productions.

Pirurvik founder Leena Evic believes that reading and writing in Inuktitut is as
important as speaking Inuktitut for the long-term retention of the Inuit language.

Pirurvik researched best practices for teaching the Inuit language to adult learners.
For example, a proven best practice in teaching is to embed learning of Inuktitut
into activities in the classroom.
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Assessing studentsé Inuit language skills

Pirurvik set out to identify four levels of Inuit language competency. In their
system, a score of 0 would mean the student is unable to communicate in the
Inuit language, and 4 represents the ability to communicate at a professional level.
They developed an assessment tool that assisted instructors to identify studentsd
Inuit language proficiencies in reading, writing, speaking and comprehension.

The assessment was piloted in anumber of communities in 2012 and 2013, and
revisions were made for implementation in the coming year. Dialect differences
require instructors to be involved in regionalizing the assessments to better
reflect their studentsédialectal differences.

Creating the curriculum

Plrurvik built course content pulled from their extensive archive of Inuit
knowledge collected from Inuit expertsi both recently and from years past.
These resources provide alot of content for the instructors to draw upon in
teaching this content to their class. Initial training was conducted with adult
educators in August 2013 and initial materials were piloted in all Inuktitut-
speaking communities offering ABE programs.

Incorporating feedback from instructors, Pirurvik completed the impressive set
of modules in the spring of 2014, calledfi | nLanguage ABE Curriculumodivided
into four modules:

A Cultural Skills
A Family

A Environment
A

Community, Leadership, and Workplace

To provide further assistance to instructors, Pirurvik completed a Facilitator
Resource Manual providing lesson plans, worksheets, powerpoints and tips for
utilizing the materials effectively in the ABE Inuit Language course. This manual
provides the foundation for a fully resourced Inuit language curriculum. One

of the strengths of the curriculum design is the focus on themes and learning
activities that assist instructors in teaching their own dialect within a cultural
context. More Professional Development is planned for instructors in the coming
year in the use of the assessments and materials.

Pirurvik& work is an extremely important resource for adult learners to access a
comprehensive, quality, bilingual and bicultural ABE program that will improve
first language outcomes, and better prepare them for work and continued study
into the future.

College ABE programs aim to produce bilingual and bicultural
students and require excellent Inuit cultural resourcesin both
Inuktitut and English. Using these resources, students improve their
first and second language reading skills and at the same time, gain
valuable Inuit cultural knowledge.

The College hired Inhabit Mediai an award-winning independent Inuit-owned
publishing company 7 to create learning resources ABE instructors could readily use
in the classroom to meet the Collegeé bicultural and bilingual learning goals. Part
of the revitalization of ABE was the new emphasis on reading skills in both English
and Inuktitut, so more relevant resources were needed to achieve the new reading
learning objectives.

Creation based on Nunavut experience and best practices

Inhabit Media8 Neil Christopher began working with a group of experienced
educators in early 2012 to pick the right Inuit cultural books and resources ideal for
this project. They selected books from Inhabit Mediag extensive publication list,as
well as other books, resources, and archival materials needed to create twelve unique
integrated instructional resources.

They also identified activities and best practices educators used in the classroom to
successfully teach Inuit cultural concepts contained in the books and resources they
selected. They identified 20 different types of activities that work well in Nunavut,
and created a unique template and style guide so that instructors could quickly and
easily bring the concepts contained in the books to life in the classroom.

Overthe pasttwo and a half years, Inhabit Media has been researching, writing,
reviewing, editing, and publishing the unique unit plans conceived in 2012 in the
form of aReader Series called Ugalimaarummag, meaning floves to reado

Today, there are 12 Ugalimaarummagq Readers published 1 following the style guide
and template designed at the start of the project. Many of the Readers include

the entire content from the original book or resources selected, so that the unit of
study can be completed, even if the original book is not available in acommunity.
They contain literacy, comprehension and community outreach activitiesi all of
which contribute to the learning process and meet the ABE objectives of reading,
writing, viewing and listening.

For example,in the Giant Bear Book Study, students explore themes surrounding
survival and hunting. They examine some of the differences between modern life
and Inuit traditions. Learners examine traditional and modern-day survival skills,do
a research project on Arctic animals, explore the theme of courage, and create their
own folktale.

When Elders join students to work on a project, teach a skill, or
discuss Inuit ways of knowing, Inuit language and culture naturally
become an integral part of the ABE Program. But hidden benefits
abound - as the role of Elders increase, so too does the confidence
and motivation of students - akey to successful learning.

We have long recognized that Elders play an important role in learning. As part of
enhancing ABE, we setout to determine how to bring more Elders into our learning
and teaching process i on an institutional-wide, formal basis so that every Community
Learning Centre could successfully collaborate with the Elders in their community.

There are significant differences between typical formal education practices and the
way many Elder instructors understand the learning process. The role of the adult
educator is to help learners achieve specific defined ABE learning objectives. Elders
generally approach learning in a holistic way. Combining these two ways of knowing
and being for the benefit of student learning takes experience and commitment by
both the adult educator and the Elder.

A learning process for our institution

In our first year, we invited adult educators to apply to anfElder Inclusionofund created
with NABEP funding to pay for labour and supplies to formally include Elders in the
classroom. This early attempt for territory-wide roll-out was a learning experience for
us as an institution.

Many of our adult educators have strong relationships with Elders in their community
and have worked with Elders in formal classroom settings before. For others,
collaborating with Elder instructors in aformal classroom setting is new i for both the
adult educator and the Elders.

Experienced adult educators applied to the fund, obtaining the resources they needed
and engaged local Elders. Other communities didnd apply, and the Elders Inclusion
fund was undersubscribed in the first year.

It was clear more training, support from the ABE Manager, and planning were needed
to make this program work everywhere. Some instructors suggested the College
produce guidelines that could assist them to better integrate Elders, particularly

in teaching specific ABE course objectives in topics other than Inuit language and
traditional culture.

So we asked experienced Elders and adult educators what factors led to their
successful collaboration, and then worked to develop away to share these best
practices in all Community Learning Centres.

Creating a practical tool kit

The Nunavut Literacy Council conducted the research for the College, and
documented best practices to help all adult educators connect with local Elders. The
resulting guide, Collaborating with Elders to Enhance ABE: A Tool Kit for Adult Educators,
was completed in the summer of 2013,
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The Tool Kit features a step-by-step process that provides strategies and sample project
ideas, and acts as an essential guide to respectful collaboration with Elders in all ABE
programming. Some features of the Kit include:

A helping Elders feel welcomed and guidelines for working with Elders in aformal
classroom setting;

best practices on embedding Essential Skills development in projects with Elders;

A how to access Elder Inclusion funding from the College program, including a
detailed worksheet guide and submission form.

In August of 2013, a one-day training event provided adult educators with hands-on
practice in how to write an Elder project proposal, and assist them in identifying the
specific learning objectives and evaluation approaches that could be used.

This workshop, along with the Tool Kit and practical project proposal preparation
resulted in ahuge change in the 2013-2014 year, with more adult educators planning
and collaborating with Elders not just once, but throughout the entire year.

Collaborating with Elders set to grow

Adult educators increased their collaboration with Elders, and together helped students
achieve their learning objectives in various ABE Essential Skills courses,including Inuit
Language, Preparing for Change, Portfolio Development and Career Development.

Elders redirected the learning into other environments too i outside,into the community,
and out on the land. They provided counseling and traditional supports to both the
instructors and the learners, while also creating a strong Inuit language environment.

In fact, of all new initiatives in the past year, students identified having Elders in the
classroom astheir top motivator,and adult educators selected fi icanporating Elders
in the teaching and learning processo as the top initiative last year in helping to retain
students.

We fully expect Collaborating with Elders projects to increase as both adult educators
and Elders find new ways to teach and learn together for the long term benefit of ABE
students across Nunavut.

ABE learners have a lot to offer their communities as they work
together on projects that can help others. The College& new
Pijitsirarniq Module helps instructors use a project-based learning
model for community development that sees ABE learners
develop and practice their skillsas community workers.

Inthe ABE Essential Skills course Preparing for Change, students examine the issues
and choices facing Nunavummiut today in the face of rapid change. Their final
assignmentis to work as ateam to build their community through project-based
learning, founded on the principle of Pijitsirarniq (the Inuit concept of serving others).

Project-based learning is an instructional model that involves students in
investigations of compelling problems that culminate in authentic products.
Projects grow out of challenging questions that cannot be answered by rote
learning and put students in an active role such as: problem solver, decision maker,
investigator, or documentarian.

Creating a project-based learning module

Nunavut Arctic College contracted llitagsiniq Nunavut Literacy Council to develop
The Pijitsirarniq Project: Facilitator Guide and Feedback Journal 1 the College8 first
effort at creating a formal Project-based learning curriculum.

Developer of the guide, Anna Ziegler, asked everyone to imagine what could
be achieved if ABE learners were viewed as community builders.The perfect
opportunity arose for ABE learners to show everyone what they could achieve.

The Government of Nunavuté Makimaniq Plan: A Shared Approach to Poverty
Reduction grew out of an urgent need to develop a shared, collaborative approach
to addressing poverty in Nunavut. The Board of Governors directed the College to
partner in engaging with this Nunavut imperative.

So, with the vision from the Colleged Board of Governors, that yes, ABE learners can
build community, learners in the Preparing for Change course set out to investigate
ways they could help to reduce poverty in their community.

Success stories

In Igloolik, where there was no food bank, students started afood and clothing bank,
using the Community Learning Centre (CLC) to collect and distribute over 200 boxes
of food to over 40 families in one month. They created a clothing exchange at the
CLC providing the needed space and opportunity for people to donate, trade and
receive clothing.

In Rankin Inlet and Arviat, students discussed poverty issues within their community
and created a list of problems and potential solutions.Then they got to work, getting
out into the community to encourage people to donate éneal bagstto the food
bank. They also created grocery lists containing inexpensive and nutritious meals.
They even wrote letters to the Premier of Nunavut and the President of Nunavut
Tunngavik Inc.to highlight their findings.
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At the completion of these projects, the instructor reported that students recognized:

The College has partnered with a number of organizations to
deliver targeted career training in short, focused courses that
last afew weeks and are designed to help more advanced ABE
learners get ready to move into the workforce or prepare for
further training on their career path.

The NABEP funding for Adult Basic Education enhancement is designed to ensure
people can access additional education to be better prepared to take on new jobs
T many of which will be created as aresult of mining activities in Nunavut.

Some of the new jobs will require people to be ready to work in a setting that
is unfamiliar, like mining or exploration sites. Other jobs will draw upon peopled
knowledge of the land and build on their traditional skills, such as the work of

environmental monitoring personnel.

We have provided some examples of courses delivered in the pastyear and a brief
summary of the Career Development Workshop Resources used by adult educators
and career development officers for community members.

Workplace Readiness Training for Kivallig Mine Training Society

The College was invited to design and deliver a three-week Workplace Readiness
Training course to 12 students in Rankin Inlet, in partnership with the Kivalliq Mine
Training Society (KMTS).

Drawing upon some of the resources used in the ABE Essential Skills course, the
College instructor provided students with an opportunity to develop and expand
their employment and related skills.

The Colleged Prior Learning Assessment Recognition (PLAR) facilitator8 guide was
avery useful resource for students to build skills-based resumés. Activities in the
Communications and Numeracy 1 (Module 2) resource helped students to gain
abetter understanding of financial terms and products, reading bank statements,
balancing budgets and learning ways to borrow and save money.

The students took time to focus on traditional skills, and identify which of those
skills are transferrable to the modern workplace.

This short course was focused on preparing students to successfully apply and be
selected for an entry level job in the mining sector. All of the students completed
their resumés, and the course culminated in a mock job interview with KMTS staff
and the instructor 7 which students identified as one of the highlights of the
course i giving them practical experience for future real-life job interviews.

We will be offering Workplace Readiness Training courses again in the 2014-2015
academic year.
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Preparing for jobs in environmental monitoring

As mining and exploration activities increase in Nunavut, so does the need for
environmental monitoring. Jobs that require people to conduct fieldwork regularly
in Nunavut can be an excellent fit for many Nunavummiut who possess land skills
necessary for working out in the field.

Partnering with Nunavut Research Institute, the College used NABEP funding to
deliver two month-long Building Environmental Aboriginal Human Resources (BEAHR)
training courses i one in Kugluktuk in April 2013 and a second course in Arviatin
February 2014.

The BEAHR training program is designed for Aboriginal learners who may not have
completed high school, or who have been out of school for an extended period of
time and want to work in the environmental field. The course is delivered at a grade
eight level in math, science and literacy skills,and was developed and licensed by the
BEAHR Learning Institute.

Rankin Inlet Workplace
Readiness students applied
their job preparation skills
through applying for a position,
customizing their resumé and
cover letter,and participating in
amock interview.

Students learned the basic environmental skills necessary to work in the
environmental sector at an assistant level. Instructors included a series of data
collection exercises to expose students to sampling methods, use of monitoring
equipment, data collection protocols and report writing. The course highlight for
students were the learning activities with local Elders who taught them how to apply
Inuit knowledge in monitoring work.

After completing their successful training course, some students planned to apply to
take the College full-time environmental technology program in lgaluit.

Using NABEP funds, the College partnered with the Department of Education to
translate a series of Career Development instructor resources and student workbooks
designed to be used in short workshops.

Information and Learning Technologies (ILTs) designed to bring a
wide range of content, teachers and students together over vast
distances seems like an obvious choice for Nunavut ABE Programs.
The College conducted extensive research and is investing in pilot
projects to expand learning opportunities for ABE students.

ILTs are simply defined as any information and communication tools used to enhance
learning i and both students and instructors are very interested in making use of these
new technologies to increase learning opportunities in Nunavut communities.

But there are challenges to be overcome before Nunavut Arctic College can successfully
implement new learning opportunities through technology that truly benefit ABE students
in Nunavut i challenges that are gradually being met with innovative new programs.

Expanding our options

The College asked Lorraine Thomas of Imaituk, a recognized innovator in Arctic
communications and former instructor, to recommend ways to meet the ILT challenges
facing the College. She asked educators across Nunavut as well as NWT and Yukon to
identify barriers they faced in their learning and teaching environments and how to
make new programs using ILTs work for their students.

The resulting report,fiAddressing Barriers, Expanding Options: A practical strategy for
the integration of Information and Learning Technologies in Adult Basic Educationowas
published online in early 2012 at abe.arcticcollege.ca.

Strategies specifically for ABE students

Drawing upon lessons learned from our own experience as well as best practices from
other jurisdictions facing similar challenges as Nunavut, the report provides practical
strategies for effective use of ILTs to specifically serve ABE students within the College.
Topics include recommendations on pedagogy, instructor training and support, content
development, software, hardware, connectivity and technical support.

As most participants in the research recognized, ILTs are only tools. Even with better
connectivity, we cand just plug in computers and expect the entire population to

start effective e-learning. An entire way of thinking about technologies, learning, and
pedagogy with appropriate support will be necessary to successfully use ILTs to provide
more options for students and achieve better learning outcomes in the long term.

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Investing in pilot projects with early adopters

One of the recommendations in the Addressing Barriers, Expanding Options report is to
recognize and support instructors i particularly the early adopters i who are ready and
able to share their materials by providing them with the necessary support to make it
possible for them to pilot ILT projects.

Early adopters are instructors who integrate new technologies, with minimal
management, technical or institutional support, as ILTs evolve at a pace that institutions
simply cannot match.

Neil Christopher, an instructor in the Colleges Teacher Education Program, is one such
early adopter. He wanted to work with a select group of College instructional staff to
create an online environment and online tools to connect and collaborate on a pilot

course delivery based on the AWalk on the Tundra Book Study developed by Inhabit Media.

Through NABEP funding, he was contracted to develop and pilot a new ABE online
learning project.

NABE Online pilot project

To create the Northern Adult Basic Education (NABE) Online Project, the instructor
selected his tools carefully to match the needs of the students, the local adult educators,
and the connectivity and hardware limitations facing Community Learning Centres.

To address ease of use he selected NING, a closed social media site with a familiar interface
similar to public social media sites, to act as their private online meeting place for students
and instructors to share content and ideas. He also registered nabe-online.com as the
projecté domain name, and assigned email addresses for every student.

To solve the hardware and connectivity challenges,the College provided iPads and Qiniq
modems hooked up to awi-fi router. And finally, he worked directly with participating
adult educators,who in turn acted as in-person facilitators who helped students in their
learning process using the new tools.

Using content and activities from A Walk on the Tundra, students worked through
materials with their local adult educator, connecting with other students in nine
communities and Neil viaNING over amonth-long period. The course provided
lots of opportunities for hands on learning related to local plants and differing local
environments in Nunavut.

A learning success!

The final assignment was an ambitious online collaborative project that would involve all
communities interviewing local elders with the help of the plant photo cards provided.
Students translated and summarized the information for each plant and each community
added their work to a group ethno-botany publication being developed on a Wiki. The
ethno-botany wiki publication was a huge success. This document gathered traditional
knowledge from around Nunavut to contribute to a pan-Nunavut online publication.

The final course report lays out a series of recommendations on lessons learned, and
today, the College is implementing many of those recommendations as we invest in
further course development using NABE Online.

Building partnerships is a foundation for success for many of our
Northern ABE initiatives. But the groundbreaking partnership
between the College and the Government of Nunavut@ Department
of Education is the best proof of the power of partnership and its
potential to achieve sustainability for important ABE programs.

The Pathway to Adult Secondary School (PASS) Graduation Program is a partnership
between the Department of Education and Nunavut Arctic College to provide an
alternative way for adults in Nunavut to obtain a Nunavut secondary school diploma. This
ABE Program addresses the Government of Nunavuté Tamapta priority #6, which calls for
the development of a Mature Graduation system.

Partnership in action

NABEP funding was used to develop the partnership and planning process between
the College and Education to create the PASS Graduation Program. After research and
consultations facilitated by the Genesis Group were completed, we created a joint
Business Case in September of 2012 and submitted it to the Government of Nunavuté
budget appropriation process requesting long term base funding.

This collaborative effort resulted in the approval of funds in late 2012 for the new PASS
program for advanced ABE learners wishing to obtain their grade 12 diploma. The
investment of funds, time and energy into this joint initiative is the most tangible,
sustainable results of our NABE investments to date, securing permanent funding for the
new PASS Program.
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The challenge:
ten months to launch new PASS program

The new funding stipulated that the College and the
Department of Education had to launch the new PASS
Graduation Program by the fall of 20137 as the old GED
program was slated for cancellation nationally. In addition,
the program had to be designed so that any person in
Nunavutd 25 communities could enroll.

Any students who passed their required high school courses
through PASS would receive afully accredited Nunavut High
School Diploma awarded by the Department of Education.
So curriculum had to be approved by the Department of
Education, and delivered by accredited high-school level
teachers i afarbetter program than the old GED, but much
more complex to deliver. It was the Collegeé responsibility

to make sure a system was set up to meet all of these
requirements as the delivery agent of the PASS program.

Distance learning delivery design
built on 2012 research

The College and Department of Education decided that
distance delivery was the best option to effectively reach
individuals across the many Nunavut communities who may
only require one or two courses to complete their high school
certificate under PASS.

Building on the ideas in the 2012 Addressing Barriers, Expanding
Options report on integrating ILTs into ABE, the College

used NABEP funds to work with Imaituk, College managers,
early adopters, and Department of Education to complete

a detailed action plan for delivering the PASS graduation
program by the fall of 2013. The action plan was informed by
the research done in 2012, without which the PASS program
could not have been designed and launched in the time
available. The plan included details on:

A Ablended distance learning model structure;

A Human resources required, including job descriptions for
the new PASS staff,

A Connectivity solutions, using Qiniq modems;

A Hardware and software, including testing of Chromebooks
and related gear;

A Application requirements, such as the Learning
Management System, and synchronous tools;

A Technical support requirements;
A Detailed schedule.

In June of 2013, the team approved the plan, and met with
the Alberta Distance Learning Centre (ADLC) to discuss a
potential collaboration for content and support.

Over the summer of 2013, PASS distance learning staff were
recruited, the recommended technology was tested by
early adopters, and a contract was negotiated with ADLC
to provide accredited content and Learning Management
System support.

New College Distance Learning staff launch
the PASS Program

Chris McCarthy, aformer instructor with the College with
abackground in distance learning, was hired in August

of 2013 to manage the new Distance Learning division. He
worked with ateam to create the Introduction to Online
Learning course specifically for Nunavut students, and
created areliable, complete technology and support
package for every PASS student to successfully participate
by distance.

Today, he has a staff of 2 full-time people in Igaluit,and 5
part-time instructors in different communities who act as
local facilitators for students as they learn by distance from
the accredited high school teacher based in Igaluit, using
the accredited Alberta curriculum. This program is fully
funded by the Government of Nunavut, and does not rely
on any NABEP funds.

By March, 2014, there were 21 students enrolled in PASS

in 7 different communities, taking a variety of high school
programs. The PASS program is an important initiative

in meeting our objectives of ensuring all Nunavut adults
who wish to obtain their high school diploma, now have
an option to do so’i thanks in part to the NABEP funds
that helped us initiate and plan this successful partnership
program.

We expect the Distance Learning division will continue

to grow to serve the PASS ABE learners, and over time, the
capacity being built within the College in serving Grade 11
and 12 level learners will spread to support future initiatives
at all levels of ABE for the benefit of the entire College.

Building our internal capacity to be able to provide awider range
of ABE services to more adult learners in all Nunavut communities,
while also delivering higher quality ABE programs than ever before
isawelcome challenge.

Recognizing the NABEP funding is time limited, we focused our investments on
training existing staff, bringing in new instructors in communities (particularly
Inuktitut-language instructors) where required and adding minimal management
staff. This approach was deliberately taken in order to build capacity with our
existing staff that will not disappear once the NABEP funding is complete in 2016.

Managing the new ABE initiatives

Only one management position was created with NABEP funding - the Manager
of ABE. The Manager plays a key role in ensuring the many initiatives we set out

to achieve with our partners, collaborators and contractors were completed with
appropriate Nunavut direction and input, working with many of the contractors,
formal and informal Working Groups that provided input into the various new
resources being created. The position responsibilities include organizing training
and pilot testing of materials with adult educators and instructors, and acting as an
instructional mentor to people using the new resources delivering new courses.

The Manager of ABE participates in numerous conference calls, workshops,
facilitation sessions, media interviews, reports and coordination of training and
meetings. He also negotiates and organizes the bulk purchase and distribution of
books and learning materials the College purchases for use in the ABE Program, as
well as distribution of new materials. He shipped over 2500 documents to Nunavut
Community Learning Centres between 2012 and 2014.

The role of Manager of ABE has been instrumental to the coordination of

the massive changes required within the Community and Distance Learning
Department to achieve our objectives. The NABE manager was also amember of
the NABE Symposium Project Planning Committee and critical to the high quality of
presentations and the overall organization of the event.

New instructors in our communities

Nunavut Arctic College has permanent adult educators in 24 Nunavut communities
responsible for delivering education to their ABE learners, as well as managing their

Community Learning Centres where other short and long term courses are offered

and taught by other visiting instructors as needed in the community.

With the launch of the new ABE initiatives, we asked our adult educators to increase
their work load to participate in the development of the new resources, take on
more students, and pilot these new projects.

Using NABEP funds, we hired an additional 26 ABE support instructors in the
2012-2013 school year,and 14 ABE support instructors in 2013-2014 school year.
Depending on the size of the community and the number of ABE learners, some of
the new instructors were hired full-time and some part-time.
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Adult educators and instructors gather new skills

When adult educators were asked if participation in piloting the new resources
helped them better understand the new materials, 75% agreed it did. This informal
learning is an important initiative in building the capacity of our educators as we
have few opportunities to gather in person.

Since the start of our initiative, we have held two in-person training sessions to
familiarize adult educators with the materials as well as gather their input into their
development.

In October 2012, we held the first NABE Training Event in Igaluit. Adult educators,
ABE practitioners, and ABE support staff from all over Nunavut flew in to participate
in our information sessions and consultation processes on various NABE initiatives
such as the Inuktitut assessment tool. There was also specific instructor training
such as project-based learning teaching techniques and effective use of journaling
in ABE.

In August of 2013, a second NABE training event in Igaluit focused on how to use
the many new courses and integrated teaching resources developed over the prior
year,including training and information sessions on:

how to use the new Inuktitut language resources;

how to use the new ABE Essential Skills courses and integrated resources;
how to collaborate with Elders through project-based learning;

learning about decolonizing Education, for Preparing for Change course;
feedback on the student online NING projects last year;

details on the new Pathway to Adult Secondary School (PASS) graduation
program.

Elders, developers, managers and experienced educators all contributed to the
training sessions, including examples of integrating best practices, to ensure adult
educators could pilot the new materials effectively in the 2013-2014 school year.

Training in the future

In the 2014 Adult Educator Survey, we asked adult educators what courses, training
or workshops would be most useful for improving their effectiveness as an adult
educator of ABE in Nunavut.

The top request was for training on how to use information technology in

the classroom (66.7%), followed by project-based learning at 54.2%. Half of the
respondents selected teaching Inuit cultural knowledge and adult learning theory,
and under half of the adult educators selected the other nine options provided

in the survey. Educators offered up other ideas for workshops too, with a number
requesting courses on counseling and mental health to help students who need
further support beyond the classroom.

In the fall and winter of 2015, training will focus on instructor development skills
and the use of the new language curriculum with particular focus on the use of
distance learning, integration of learning technologies, and project-based learning
as pillars of student and educator success in ABE.

One of our key objectives in enhancing ABE isto build a Northern
community of practice to understand current trends in adult
education in the North, and to learn from each other as we all work
to improve Adult Basic Education services in our territories.

It requires concentrated effort to create the conditions in which to share knowledge.
We need to build mechanisms between the three Northern Colleges. We need to
create partnerships with our territorial learning institutions, and find ways to connect
adult educators. Finally, we need to share the research and resources created by

the many people and organizations who have worked with us on enhancing ABE
initiatives.

Sharing between governments

Sharing between the Northwest Territories (NWT) and Nunavut started at the top,
with the signing of the Adult Literacy and Basic Education Curriculum and Resources
License Agreement by the Government of the NWT (as licensor) and the

Government of Nunavut and Nunavut Arctic College (as licensees). This agreement
allowed Nunavut to use GNWT ABE curriculum and resources without cost for ABE
programming i providing enormous fiscal and human resource savings for Nunavut.

For example, Nunavut8 PASS Program saved time and money by relying on the NWT&
Adult Literacy and Basic Education (ALBE) curriculum, which was already articulated
with the K-12 system used by Nunavut for granting high school equivalency.
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Sharing between colleges

In 2012, Nunavut Arctic College, Aurora College and Yukon College signed a
Memorandum of Understanding, agreeing to share program resources created and
research data compiled under the NABE project.

We have collaborated on a number of projects such as contracting Yukon College

to provide avariety of Student Success course services for use in Nunavut and
partnering with Aurora College to test our Nunavut Adult Placement Assessment.
But the biggest collaboration toward building a community of practice was our joint
effort to launch the NABE Symposium.

In early 2013, we started planning the largest-ever gathering of adult educators north
of 60. In just over 16 months, the Project Planning Committee organized 43 sessions,
coordinated 50 presenters and panelists, and arranged the travel logistics for over 250
people to attend the NABE Symposium in Whitehorse from April 29th to May 1st2014.

Delegates came from all over the Arctic and shared their ideas, challenges, lessons
learned, and success stories with each other. We made friends, exchanged email
addresses and promises of future connections with each other. The sharing of
cultural traditions and knowledge was a key part of the conference, as educators
shared their cultural practices in workshops, materials and performances, and leaders
of our territories connected.

The success of the NABE Symposium is testimony to the high level of efficiency,
commitment, planning and cooperation between the three colleges and the members
of the Project Planning Committee. The Symposium was the start of a pan-territorial
community of practice on adult basic education of which we can be very proud.

Sharing within our organization

In our many ABE initiatives, from building Essential Skills curriculum and developing
culturally relevant placement assessments, to trying new ways to teach Inuktitut and
integrating learning technologies, we involved many adult educators, instructors

and managers in working groups and pilot programs. They provided ideas, feedback,
experience, lessons learned, and even gathered up hundreds of samples of local
documents for use in various materials. The @fficialoWorking Groups are listed on page
11 of this report, but there were many more informal groups working on every project.

We have also launched the comprehensive ABE Survey for adult educators in May of
2014 gathering adult educatorsdinput on what worked, what didn& and what needs to
be improved on every new NABE initiative. The results from this survey are arich
source of information to guide the College in its next steps in each of the various ABE
initiatives.

Sharing with our collaborators, partners and contractors

In the back of this document, we have provided acomplete list of the resources,

independent research papers, and specialized programs delivered under the
Northern Adult Basic Education (NABE) Program.

We welcome feedback, comments, and continued collaboration, partnerships
and future contracts with the many talented people who helped build the many
resources we will be using to enhance ABE into the future.

A fresh start

With the approval of NABEP funding in November of 2011, the
Community and Distance Learning Department was able to
truly investin ABE T in people, in the creation of resources, and
in research that helped us develop our new approach.

The NABEP funding allowed usto make afresh start for ABE at
the College, as we aim to enhance our ABE programming and
prepare more Nunavummiut with the basic skillsto enter the

workforce and to move onto further training.

Increasing enrollment

In the 2011-2012 fiscal year, we focused on developing the
foundation of a stronger ABE program. Funds for research,
planning, and development of resources began in January of
2012, once our NABEP funding was in place.

In the 2011-2012 school year, prior to the announcement and
implementation of the NABEP funding, only 47 ABE students
were served. This reflects the number of students typically
served in prior years.

As the chart below indicates, in the 2012-2013 school year, with
the NABEP investment, the number of ABE students enrolled in
ABE skyrocketed to 233* i the highest number of ABE students
served in a single year since the creation of Nunavut.

In our most recent school year, 2013-2014, enrollment
increased again, with 246 students participating in 20
different communities. Of the 246 students who started, 21
are PASS students who are working on their own schedule

for completion in the coming months. For the remaining 225
ABE students who took programs that ended by May 30th this
year, 104 successfully passed i acompletion rate of 46%.

Next year, with the expanded capacity of our adult educators,
our improved curriculum and resources, and effective
teaching strategies, we expect even higher enroliment and
completion rates. The achievement of these intermediate
outcomes are critical to achieving our long term results:
increasing the number of adult learners with the basic skills to
enter the workforce.

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Increasing learning options

Students require a full range of learning options to serve a wide range of learner needs.

In the 2013-14 school year we expanded our program options with the launch of
the new ABE Essential Skills Program in 20137 working to more directly prepare
students for entry level jobs. This new program also aims to assist students in
making career plans, which includes continued learning, even as they enter the
workforce.

We also created the PASS program, which provides options for more advanced
ABE students to obtain their mature high school graduation, opening doors for
students to move into higher level jobs and post-secondary training.

These programs accounted for the increase of training programs made available
from 201in 2012-2013 to 26 in 2013-2014 as can be seen in the previous chart.

We will continue to expand our program offerings to increase flexibility for students.

Inuit and Nunavut-focused materials and process

We have invested heavily in developing and piloting new resources and
teaching processes that reflect Nunavut and cultural contexts. We have worked
with adult educators on these resources and participated in the piloting and
training of Inuit language resources, Essential Skills, Assessments, and Inuktitut and
English Readersi all of which reflect Nunavut and Inuit culture.

Inthe chart on the previous page, there were 15 ABE Products produced in
2012-2013, more than doubling to 40in 2013-2014. Similarly there were 11 ABE
Services in 2012- 2013 increasing to 132 in 2013-2014.

Many of the new resources were recently completed, and will be put into use in
the 2014-15 academic year, so there will be a significant increase in the category
of dew or enhanced ABE materials and curriculum put into used For a complete
list of resources developed, please see the following pages.

Most importantly, adult educators are hiring Elders to work with students -
collaborating to help students reach their learning goals. In the chart on the
previous page, the number of Elders hired increased from 79 to 98.The effect of
sustained presence of Elders in the classroom has been overwhelmingly positive.

Building capacity to deliver higher quality ABE services

In 2012-2013, we hired an additional 17 Inuit instructors and 9 non-Inuit. The
following year, we hired another 10 Inuit and 4 non-Inuit instructors. We also
conducted training sessions on the use of the new resources and processes
throughout the pasttwo years.

The many initiatives undertaken with NABEP funds all add up to higher quality ABE
services, which in turn, will resultin more Nunavummiut succeeding in obtaining
work or moving onto further study.

Response:

1. The date of expiry for the Strategic Investments Program Policy cited in my
colleague® written question is correct. The department continues to implement the
existing policy while a new policy is being drafted. We expect to introduce a new
policy by fall 2015.

2. As my previous answer indicates, my colleague is already in possession of the most
current version of the Strategic Investments Program Policy, the one that is currently
being used to implement the program. The policy and other Strategic Investments
Program materials are available at this URL: http://gov.nu.ca/edt/programs-
services/strategic-investments-program.
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3. The attached table provides responses to questions 3. a., b. and c. The acronyms

NEIF and NEFF are used to indicate the Nunavut Equity Investment Fund and
Nunavut Economic Foundations Fund, respectively.

Under the policy, businesses are eligible for funding under the Nunavut Equity
Investments Fund; societies, not-for-profit corporations and municipalities are
eligible for funding under the Nunavut Economic Foundations Fund.

As noted in the table, a handful of entities which received Nunavut Economic
Foundations Fund contributions were mis-labeled as businesses in the tabled
Grants and Contributions reports. These are the Alianait Entertainment Group,
Nunavut Fisheries and Marine, Aboriginal Peoples Television and Arctic Watch
Beluga Foundation.

The tabled § Brpose0 olemn provides a description of each project funded, and in
some cases additional information on the project. | recognize that this is not a direct
response to the Member& question 3. c., which makes reference to the Eligible
Activity categories cited in the guidelines. While these categories are helpful for
applicants and program managers alike, they are not necessarily exhaustive, and
many projects have elements of two or more of these categories. In practice we do
not track which of these categories a given project falls under. However, it should be
clear from the project descriptions provided which eligible activities are present in
the various projects.

d. With respect to the results of the contributions to businesses, except as noted in
the table, contribution recipients have completed the projects for which they
received funds and have met the accountability requirements contained in the
contribution agreements.

The on-going monitoring and evaluation of project results has proven challenging for
two principal reasons:

i. The department lacks an automated real time system to allow program
management staff to collect meaningful monitoring and evaluation data;
such a system would allow headquarters division to conduct effective
program monitoring and evaluation activities.

ii. The program is administered across four regional Community Operations
offices, as well as headquarters. In most respects this decentralized
administration is a strength, allowing equitable access to the program in all
communities and ensuring that program managers have an understanding
of applicant dogal and regional business and economic context. However, it
is also difficult to ensure the consistent collection of meaningful monitoring
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and evaluation data across offices in five communities across the territory

without an automated system to generate data for analysis.

4. Annual reports summarizing the details mentioned in the Member&
guestion have not been tabled in the Legislative Assembly. The Grants and
Contributions reports tabled by the Minister of Finance indicate the amount
of each contribution and the name of the recipient, but not the investment
being supported or the community.

A4. The Nunavut Public Service Code of Values and Ethics (the Code)
was approved by the Executive Council and tabled in the Legislative
Assembly in 2015. The Code establishes standards for post-employment
activities of public servants who acquired confidential information during
their employment. It is in the best interests of the public to ensure that the
information gained by these senior manager public servants is not exploited
for personal gain.

The Human Resources Manual directive 205 was approved by Cabinet in
2015 and provides further direction to public servants regarding the post-
employment restrictions contained in the Code.

The onus is not on the GN to determine if a former senior manager was
employed by the GN in the year immediately preceding their seeking
standing offer agreements. Public servants are responsible for adhering to
the Code both during and post-employment. In the case of senior
managers, if they apply for contracts with the GN, it is their responsibility to
disclose the fact that they were senior managers for the GN in the year
prior to applying for contracts. In such circumstances, they are entitled to
apply for an exemption from these provisions of the Code.



The Department of Community and Government Services (CGS) issues
Request for Proposal (RFP) documents that include a reminder to
contractors. The information reads as follows: fFor one year from the date
their employment ceases, former GN senior officers may not own, operate,
control or be employed by any business enterprise in which they may be in
a position to unduly exploit knowledge they gained while employed by the
GNo This is included in all RFP documents.
